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Food security role play 

Objective: 
To give students experience in handling a food crisis which can disrupt access to food. 

Challenge: 
Divide students into small groups and assign each group a specific scenario that could lead to a food crisis. 

Each student in the group must take the role of a stakeholder such as farmers, customers, government officials, aid organisations, and local businesses. 

The group must identify the main challenges they are facing in the scenario and work together to find a solution. 

Students can present their work in a poster format or as a presentation to the class. 

Food crisis scenarios: 
1. It has been a very long and hot summer. This has resulted in a severe drought. The UK’s crops have been badly affected. 
2. War has broken out. The UK can no longer gain access to products such as wheat and flour easily. 
3. The cost of food has risen drastically over the past year. People can no longer afford essential food items. 
4. There has been a new disease affecting plants across the UK. This has caused the destruction of many crops. 
5. Urbanisation and the construction of new houses and buildings have significantly decreased the amount of farmland available to rear animals and grow crops. 
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
